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Businesses in Ontario stop short of recommending that the government step in to control the high Canadian 
dollar, despite the fact that many are feeling the squeeze of the strong currency.  That, according to a survey of 
members by the Ontario Chamber of Commerce. 
Forty-one percent of survey respondents report that a strong Canadian dollar has had a negative impact on 
their business.  Industrial and Manufacturing industries have overwhelmingly reported a negative impact (79%) 
with Agricultural industries close behind (77%).  Negative impacts have also been heavily reported in the Auto-
motive sector (65%), Tourism, Accommodation and Recreation (64%), Trade and Export (63%) and Transporta-
tion (62%). 
These companies reported having to make substantial corrections to their business strategies including cutting 
jobs (18%), reducing inventory (13%) and changing marketing strategies and export markets (11%). 
On the other hand, a quarter of those surveyed reported the high dollar was positively impacting their business 
and enabling them to take advantage of increased sales, cheaper imports and cheaper financing. 
But while the strength of the Canadian dollar is affecting them differently, most businesses are content to allow 
market forces prevail in concert with a prudent monetary policy of the Bank of Canada. 
Survey respondents throughout Ontario also consistently recommend: 

• that the government take advantage of the exchange rate to pay down foreign debt while encouraging com-

panies to reorient their export markets and invest in new technology and equipment and improve productivity; 

• that governments review their fiscal policies in order to “level the playing field” with competing jurisdic-

tions; 

• and that Ottawa promote competition and open trade and ensure that NAFTA is observed by all signatory 

parties. 
The OCC conducted a members’ survey on the effect of a strengthening Canadian dollar from June 14, 2007 to 
June 21, 2007.  570 respondents from across Ontario participated.  The survey is accurate 19 times out of 20, 
with a plus/minus margin of 4.1%. 
 

New biofuels plan: good for the environment and farmers 

On July 5, the federal government announced a substantial investment to boost Canada’s production of biofu-
els. Under ecoENERGY for Biofuels, the government will provide up to $1.5 billion in the form of incentives over 
nine years to producers of renewable alternatives to gasoline and diesel fuel. 
A recently approved OCC policy calls on both the provincial government and federal government to immediately 
establish incentives to secure a diverse and adequate supply of fuel, capable of stimulating the domestic econ-
omy. Last December, the federal government announced a new regulation requiring a five per cent average re-
newable content in gasoline by 2010. At that time, the government also signalled its intention to develop a 
similar requirement of two per cent renewable content for diesel and heating oil by 2012. 
Close to three billion litres of renewable fuels will be needed annually to meet the requirements of the new 
regulations. Canadian production in 2006 was only about 400 million litres, so the expansion will represent a 
tremendous economic opportunity for the country’s 61,000 grain and oilseeds producers. 
The OCC will advocate that the government undertake sound analysis of the environmental, economic and so-
cial impact in order to decide whether it is advisable to increase the proportion of biofuels in relation to conven-
tional fuels.
